Regional patterns of development, migration and tourism are related
areas of study that are linked with socio-economic status of marginalised
communities. The seminar aims to produce concrete recommendations
to enhance the socio-economic status, inclusion and standard of living of
peripheralized communities in India and forward those to Maharashtra
State Government as well as different NGOs working in the area.
